Introduction: AFE
The Krueger by Halton AFE provides a low velocity pattern 
that is ideal for flush mount, shallow applications. Mostly used 
in walls, this unit can also be installed in lay-in applications. 
The detachable face facilitates cleaning of the plenum and 
duct connections.

AFE Application
FUNCTION
Air is discharged into the space through the front 
panel of the unit, normally at a slightly lower 
temperature than setpoint. 

The supply air flows at floor level and gradually 
pervades through the occupied space before rising 
due to the convection of warm surfaces.

The low velocity flow pattern is directed 
perpendicular to the face. 

NOTES: The flow pattern data has been defined for floor 
installation. (1) Duct cover is for covering the duct work 
and is optional. (2) Installation base is used to raise the 
unit off the floor and is also optional.
